Non-congregate meal service
can only be used in locations that are considered rural because
of lack of transportation and/or access to a congregate site.

Cook to proper temperatures; Keep cold foods cold; promptly Check “Best By” dates and Keep Hands
reheat leftovers to 165° and serve hot  refrigerate perishables; eat within 7 days discard whenever necessary and Surfaces Clean
Hunger Facts: Key findings from a survey of 600 rural families about the difficulties faced when school was out:
e Families in rural areas face increased hunger and hardship in the summer.
e 7390 said it’s harder to make ends meet during the summer than during the school year.
e Non-congregate summer meals help fill the gap for rural families who face barriers to traditional meal service.
e 7290 would be likely to participate in non-congregate meals if they were available in their communities.
